Your child's annual nasal flu vaccination is now due

The School-Age Immunisation Service is delivering the flu immunisation programme in Cormwall's
and Devon's schools on behalf of MHS England & Improvemeant.

If a consent form is not
submitted your child will not be vaccinated.

If your child becomes wheezy or has their asthma medication increased after you submit
this form, please contact us on the numbers above.

If you decide you do not want to vaccinate your child against flu, it wouwld help us if you still
complete and submit the consant form giving the reason. This will help us to plan and develop the
sarvice. Please tell us if you need this information in a different format.
